This section outlines how to care for your battery in order to maximize its lifespan.
Using your battery

e You can recharge your battery many times, but all batteries have a limited lifespan.
e Your phone may become warm after prolonged use or when exposed to high
ambient temperatures. This is entirely normal. If your phone becomes hot to the
touch, stop charging it and disable unnecessary features. Place your phone in a cool
location and allow it to cool down to room temperature. Avoid prolonged contact with
the surface of your phone if it becomes hot.

Adding an account

Deleting an account

3 Select the account that you want to delete, and then follow the onscreen

instructions to delete it.

Syncing data with your phone

Enable the sync feature to keep all of your phone's data up-to-date and prevent
data loss. You can sync emails, contacts, and other data from your old phone or
computer.

The type of data that can be synced depends on the account type. Some
applications may not support syncing for all data types.

The example below illustrates how to sync data for an email account.

1 Open o Settings.

2 Touch Accounts , and then select Auto-sync data. Follow the onscreen
instructions, and then touch OK to turn on the sync data switch.

3 On the Accounts screen, select an account type, and then select the account
that you want to sync with your phone.

4 Touch N to sync your emails.

The status bar cannot be pulled down on lock screen

Turn on the switch, when the screen is locked, the status bar cannot be pulled

down.

Ringtone volume increase gradually
Turn on the switch, the ringer volume will gradually increase from small to large
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when you call. Touch the switch off to restore the default state.

Fingerprint vibrator
Control the fingerprint vibration function, and its switch keeps the touch vibration

of the power key unaffected by other touch vibration menus.

Memory Extension

Your device supports memory expansion, create additional RAM by occupying
storage, It can make your device smoother.

Use this feature only when there is enough storage space available on your device.
Open I@Settings > Intelligent assistance > Memory Extension, Select a size

and click REBOOT to successfully expand the system.

Call Record

Open 15)3‘Settings > Intelligent assistance > Call Record, turn on the switch,
During a call, you can use the call recording function from the drop-down list. After
the automatic recording function is enabled, the system will enable the call

recording function when the call is connected.

The recording file is saved in Files > Internal Storage > Call Recorder.

Browse the screen: Use two fingers to swipe the screen (instead of one). Swipe up
or down with two fingers to scroll through menu lists. Swipe left or right to move

between screens.

Select an item: Touch an item with one finger to select it (it will not open). The

phone will read out the content of the selected item.

Open an item: Double touch any part of the screen using one finger to confirm your
selection from the previous step.

Audible password prompts

This feature provides audible feedback for visually impaired users. When you enter
a password, your phone will read out the letters as you type. This feature requires
TalkBack to be enabled.

1 Open o Settings.

2 Touch Accessibility and then turn on the Speak passwords switch.

Text To Speech (TTS) output

This feature converts text into speech for visually impaired users. This feature

requires TalkBack to be enabled.

1 Open C Settings.
2 Touch Accessibility > Text-to-speech output.

3 Select the desired speech synthesis engine and voice speed.

In addition to providing audible prompts, TalkBack also displays captions for
hearing-impaired users. This feature requires TalkBack to be enabled.

1 Open C Settings.

2 Touch Accessibility > Captions preferences
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3 Turn on the Captions preferences switch, and then configure the language, font

size, and caption style.

When the shortcut is on, you can press both volume keys for a few seconds to

start an accessibility feature.

1 Open o Settings.
2 Touch Accessibility > Advanced > Shortcut from lock screen.

3 Turn on the On switch, and then long press the volume keys for a few seconds

to open TalkBack or other accessibility feature.

Use magnification gestures to zoom in on a specific area.

1 Open C Settings.
2 Touch Accessibility > Magnification .

3 Turn on the Magnification shortcut switch.

e Zoom in: Swipe up from the bottom of the screen with two fingers to activate the
maghnification function and tap the screen to zoom in. Deactivate the function by
turning off "Magnification shortcut".

e Browse a magnified area: Drag with two fingers to scroll the magnified area.

e Adjust the zoom: Pinch the two fingers together or apart to adjust the zoom level.

To zoom in, spread your fingers apart. To zoom out, pinch your fingers together.

Auto-rotate screen

If this option is enabled, your screen's orientation will switch

Color correction

Color correction mode adjusts colors to make it easier for color vision impaired
